
LOC.R. 57.13 DECEDENT’S NAMES 

 In every estate, the name of the decedent entered on the caption of the initial filing and on 

the Letters of Authority, Entry Relieving Estate or Entry Granting Summary Release shall be 

identical to that reflected on the death certificate and on the decedent’s Last Will and Testament.  

If the name on the death certificate and the will are different, then the caption of the initial filing 

and the Letters of Authority, Entry Relieving Estate or Entry Granting Summary Release shall 

recite each of the names and use the applicable abbreviation for “also known as” (aka) or “formerly 

known as” (fka).
