
LOC.R. 67.3 RESPONSIBILITY FOR DEPOSIT OF FUNDS  

Pursuant to Sup.R. 67(C), in the absence of a guardian for the estate of a minor, the attorney 

representing the applicant, or if there is no attorney for the applicant, then the attorney representing 

the payor in the matter is responsible to assure the direct and immediate deposit of the funds into 

a restricted access custodial depository account pursuant to R.C. 2109.13 and provide the financial 

institution with a copy of the Entry directing the deposit.  The attorney shall obtain a Verification 

of Receipt and Deposit (SPF 22.3) from the financial institution and file that form with the Court 

within seven (7) days of the issuance of the Entry directing the deposit.
